Overview

Project Description

Canadian Solar Solutions Inc. (“Canadian Solar”) in partnership with UC Solar Ltd. (“UC Solar”) is
proposing to develop and operate a 9-megawatt (MW) solar photovoltaic (Solar PV) facility referred
to the UC Solar 2176050 Solar Energy Project (the “Project”). The proposed Project is a Class 3 solar
photovoltaic facility that will be developed on an approximately 25-hectare (ha) parcel of land on
Part of Lot 25, Concession 5, Elizabethtown — Kitley Township (lower tier municipality), United
Counties of Leeds and Greenville (upper tier municipality).

Renewable Energy Approvals Legislative Requirements

Ontario Regulation (O. Reg.) 359/09 — Renewable Energy Approvals Under Part V.0.1 of the Act,
(herein referred to as the REA Regulation) made under the Environmental Protection Act identifies
the Renewable Energy Approval (REA) requirements for renewable energy projects in Ontario. The
REA Regulation has since been amended by O. Reg. 521/10, which came into effect as of January 1,
2011. Per Section 4 of the amended REA Regulation, ground mounted solar facilities with a name
plate capacity greater than 12 kilowatts (kW) are classified as Class 3 solar facilities and do require a
REA.

Consultation is a requirement of the REA process as stipulated by Sections 14, 15, 16, 17 and 18 of
the REA Regulation. In addition, the Ministry of the Environment (MOE) has prepared draft guidelines
called “Technical Bulletin Five - Guidance for Preparing the Consultation Report” (MOE, 2010)
outlining the Ministry’s expectations and guidelines for appropriate consultation, including the
development of a Consultation Report as part of the REA application package. This Consultation
Report has been prepared in accordance with the requirements of the REA Regulation and the MOE
technical bulletin.

The MOE released in the Spring of 2011 draft guidelines for Aboriginal consultation called “Draft
Aboriginal Consultation Guide for Preparing a Renewable Energy Approval (REA) Application”.
These draft guidelines were used as a reference for meeting Aboriginal consultation requirements.

Consultation with the Public

Methods of Consultation

List of Stakeholders

At the beginning of the consultation process, a list of relevant stakeholders including property owners
within 120 m of the Project Location and local residents that could either be affected by the Project
or who may have an interest in the Project was determined through consultation with the Township
of Elizabethtown-Kitley and United Counties of Leeds and Greenville. As correspondence was
received from members of the public and other organizations about the Project, newly identified
names and contact details were added to the public stakeholder list for the Project.

Project information (e.g., notification of an upcoming public information session) was distributed to
the identified stakeholders. Appendix A contains a copy of the public stakeholder list.

Details and Results of Consultation
The following sections provide information on the details of the consultation completed and the
results.

It should be noted that between the formalized consultation activities, all stakeholders were
encouraged to provide comments or questions via telephone, fax, email or mail at any time during
the consultation process. Stakeholders were also encouraged to provide any concerns early in the
process. Where relevant, a response was provided for each question or comment received, either
directly (i.e., at the public consultation sessions) or through the same medium through which the
submission was made. All comments and concerns, responses, and the impact to the Project are
provided in this report.

When appropriate, in-person meetings were conducted to discuss particular issues with stakeholders
who had specific concerns about the Project.

First Public Meeting and Notice

The Notice of Proposal to Engage in a Renewable Energy Project and Public Meeting was published
in The Recorder and Times (Brockville), on Saturday August 14, 2010 and again on Tuesday August
17, 2010, 30 days prior to the event. The Recorder and Times (Brockville), is a local paper with
general circulation of 11,300-12,000 people in the Project area. These published notices are
included in Appendix B. Notices were also sent by regular mail accompanied by a covering letter to
all identified landowners within 120 meters of the Project Location. A total of sixteen (16)
stakeholders were mailed a notification on Wednesday August 11, 2010. A copy of the notice and a
sample letter are contained in Appendix B.

A copy of the first Notice along with Project Description Report were posted on the Project website,
www.ucsolar.com, at the same time as the Notice was published.

The first public meeting was held in an open-house format on Thursday, September 16, 2010 from
6 pm to 8:30 pm at the Spring Valley Community Hall, 4103 County Road 29, Spring Valley,
Ontario, with a purpose to:

(i) introduce the proponent and the Project to the community;
(i) identify the Project contacts and avenues for comment or question submission; and

(iii) solicit feedback on the Draft Project Description Report (“PDR”).

A total of six (6) people signed in at the first public meeting. The sign-in sheet from this first public
meeting is included in Appendix C. All individuals that provided contact information were added to
the Project stakeholder list for future communications.

The PDR was made available for public review on the Project’s website, and at the Township of
Elizabethtown-Kitley office, 6544 New Dublin Rd, RR 2, Addison, the City of Brockville, 1 King St.
West, Brockville and the United Counties of Leeds and Greenville, 25 Central Avenue West, Suite
100, Brockville, Ontario prior to the meeting. Paper copies of the PDR were made available for
review at the event. Further information was provided in the display boards at the first public
meeting. Appendix C contains a copy of the display boards, and sign-in sheets.

During the public meeting questions were answered by the Proponent (e.g., typically Project specific
guestions) or by Hatch (e.g., typically REA process or environmental impact questions).

Feedback obtained from the first public meeting was used to provide direction for the scope of the
assessment and ensure that local issues would be addressed as appropriate. Comment sheets were
offered at the public meeting to all attendees as means to obtain and record comments and concerns
as well as pertinent background information about the Project Location. No comment sheets were
obtained at the first public meeting although subsequent to the meeting, an email stating several
concerns was obtained from one of the attendees on September 29, 2010.

These questions and comments are described in Table 2.1.

Final Public Meeting and Notice

The Notice of Final Public Meeting was published in The Recorder and Times (Brockville) on
September 9, 2011, and again on September 13, 2011. These published notices are included in
Appendix B. Notices were also sent to stakeholders by regular mail accompanied by a covering
letter. The mailing list included the expanded adjacent property owner list (120m from the Project
location) and any further individuals who provided their mailing information during the first public
meeting for the second public meeting. A total of 21 stakeholders were mailed a notification on
Wednesday, September 7, 2011. A copy of the notice and a sample letter are provided in
Appendix B.

The purpose of the final public meeting was to solicit feedback on the content and the findings of the
reports prepared for the Project. Draft copies of the Project documents required to be prepared under
the REA process were made available for public review on September 9, 2011, at the Township of
Elizabethtown-Kitley and the United Counties of Leeds and Grenville municipal offices, and at the
Project website (www.canadian-solar.ca/press/projects).

The final public meeting was held in an open-house format on Wednesday November 9, 2011, from
6:00 pm to 8:00 pm at the Cedar Valley Golf and Country Club, 7041 County Rd 29, Forthton,
Ontario, with a purpose to:

(i) provide the community with detailed information about the Project;
(i) answer any questions about the Project; and
(iii) obtain any comments or concerns with respect to the Project.

A total of 8 people signed in at the final public meeting. The sign-in sheet from this meeting is
included in Appendix D.

Information provided at the final public meeting included display boards, which can be found in
Appendix D. Display boards provided general information on the proponent and Project, including
specific information provided in the Project documents.

Questions at the final public meeting were answered by both the Proponent and Hatch. Comment
sheets were distributed at this final public meeting to be filled in by the participants if they chose to
do so. A sample comment sheet is included in Appendix D. No comment sheets were received from
participants at this final public Meeting.

April 29, 2011: Hatch sent a letter to the MNR the Approval and Permitting Requirements
Document (APRD) for the Project, and requested that MNR review this material. This letter is
included in Appendix F.

July 14, 2011: Hatch resubmitted the Natural Heritage Assessment documents for the Project to
the MNR, based on written comments received from MNR in March 2011. The covering letter is
included in Appendix F.

August 10, 2011: MNR sent an email to Hatch requesting that Hatch provide clarification to a
number of sections in the Natural Heritage Assessment documents.

Consultation Report

September 20, 2011: Hatch sent the revised APRD to MNR, which included further information
on species at risk targeted surveys that were performed in spring 2011. This letter is included in
Appendix F.

November 21, 2011: The MNR sent a letter to Hatch indicating that they have no additional
concerns with respect to species at risk, and that Hatch has met their APRD requirements. This
letter is included in Appendix F.

3.1.3 Ontario Ministry of Tourism and Culture
The MTC received the archaeologist assessment report entitled “Stage 1&2 Archaeological
Assessment of UC Solar Project 2176050, Part of Lot 25, Concession 5, Township of
Elizabethtown-Kitley, Regional Municipality of Leeds and Grenville, Ontario” written in August
2010 by The Archaeologists Inc.

July 22, 2011: the MTC sent two letters to UC Solar stating that the above-mentioned
archaeological assessment for the Project complies with the Ontario Heritage Act’s licensing
requirements. These letters of confirmation are included in Appendix F.

3.1.4 Cataraqui Region Conservation Authority
June 21, 2010: a project initiation meeting was held with CRCA to discuss information
presented in the draft Project Description Report, which was provided to all attendees in
advance of the meeting.

On August 6, 2010, Hatch sent an email to CRCA to request information reviews requesting
they provide a letter and a PDF map summarizing/depicting and CRCA identified natural heritage
features, areas of concern and/ or Regulation Limits/Areas within 1 km of the Project site.

August 11, 2010: Hatch sent the Notice of Proposal to Engage in a Renewable Energy Project
and Public Meeting to the CRCA.

The purpose of the meeting was to introduce the
proponent and the Project, and to discuss any relevant natural heritage features and/or potential
regulatory constraints as established in municipal Official Plans and/or Conservation Authority
Regulations.

Project and Public Meeting, and two hard copies of the Project Description Report to the
Township of Elizabethtown-Kitley (Township Clerk and Director of Planning and Development).
These letters are included in Appendix F.

July 7, 2011: Hatch emailed to the Township of Elizabethtown-Kitley the Municipal
Consultation Form, as per O. Reg. 359/09 Sec 18(1), with Section A completed by Hatch. Hatch
requested the Township of Elizabethtown-Kitley to complete Section B of the Form once further
Project reports are submitted. This email is included in Appendix F. No Municipal Consultation
Form was received from the Township.

September 7, 2011: Hatch sent the Notice of Final Public Meeting along with Project reports to
the Township of Elizabethtown-Kitley (Township Clerk and Director of Planning and
Development). Hatch requested that the Project reports be made available to the public for
review. In accordance with the original (un-amended O. Reg. 359/09), these documents were
issued before the required 60 days prior to the final public meeting. These letters are included in
Appendix F.

September 9, 2011: Following the delivery of hardcopies of all REA Reports, Hatch emailed to
the Township of Elizabethtown-Kitley an updated Municipal Consultation Form listed all of the
REA Reports that had been submitted to the municipality. Hatch requested the Township to
complete Section B of the Form. This email is included in Appendix F. No Municipal
Consultation Form was received from the Township.

September 7, 2011: Hatch sent the Notice of Final Public Meeting and Project reports to the
United Counties of Leeds and Grenville (County Clerk and County Planner). Hatch requested
that the Project reports be made available to the public for review. In accordance with the
original (un-amended O. Reg. 359/09), these documents were issued before the required 60 days
prior to the final public meeting. This letter is included in Appendix F.

September 9, 2011: Following the delivery of hardcopies of all REA Reports, Hatch emailed to
the United Counties of Leeds and Grenville an updated Municipal Consultation Form listed all of
the REA Reports that had been submitted to the municipality. Hatch requested the United
Counties to complete Section B of the Form. This email is included in Appendix F. No Municipal
Consultation Form was received from the County.

October 24, 2011, Canadian Solar sent the County an email notification of the November 9,
2011 open house and a reminder that the 60-day comment period was ending on that date.

Agency Comments and Concerns

Agency comments and concerns are included in Table 3.1, which also indicates how the Project
and/or document were modified to meet the agency comments/concerns. All correspondence with
the following Agencies is included in Appendix F.
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Consultation with Aboriginal Communities

It is the Crown’s fiduciary obligation to conduct meaningful consultation in good faith with First
Nation and Aboriginal communities. The Crown has delegated some of the consultation to the
proponent of renewable energy projects as per O. Reg. 359/09. Pursuant to O. Reg. 359/09, Project
proponents are required to engage meaningfully with Aboriginal groups regarding traditional
ecological knowledge, traditional land use, land claims and other interests and issues with respect to
the development of the Project.

The MOE released in the Spring of 2011 draft guidelines for Aboriginal consultation called “Draft
Aboriginal Consultation Guide for Preparing a Renewable Energy Approval (REA) Application”.
These draft guidelines were used as a reference for meeting Aboriginal consultation requirements.

The following provides information related to the Aboriginal consultation completed for the Project.

Aboriginal Communities Consultation List

On June 16, 2010, Hatch provided the MOE with the draft Project Description Report and requested
a list of Aboriginal communities to consult with. This letter is provided in Appendixes F and H. As
per O. Reg. 359/09, the submission of the Project Description Report is required in order for the
MOE to provide a list of the Aboriginal communities that the Proponent is to consult with. On
October 5, 2010, MOE provided the list of Aboriginal communities to Hatch, and this list is
contained in Appendix H.

However, due to the length of time receiving the MOE list and therefore potential Project delays,
Aboriginal communities within a 200 kilometre radius of the Project were identified by Hatch in

order to commence with the consultation. Appendix | contains the list of Aboriginal communities
developed by Hatch.

There were no Aboriginal communities contained on MOE’s list that were not on the
Proponent/Hatch list, as viewed in Table 4.1.

4.2 Consultation Activities

4.2.1 First Public Meeting and Notice
The combined Notice of Proposal to Engage in a Project and Notice of a Public Meeting was sent to
the Aboriginal communities in the list prepared by the Proponent/Hatch on August 11, 2010. With
the Notice, a letter was included which, as per O. Reg. 359/09, requested written information
regarding any potential impact and possible mitigating measures for any potentially impacted treaty
or constitutional protected lands. Appendix J contains a copy of the letters that were mailed to the
Aboriginal Communities.
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Section 2.3.1 above provides information on the initial first public meeting. No individuals that
attended the first public Meeting identified themselves as a member of any Aboriginal community.
Comments/concerns received from Aboriginal communities are described in Section 4.4.

Final Public Meeting and Notice

On September 7, 2011, after all Project documents were drafted and letters of confirmation were
received from MNR and MTC, Aboriginal communities on MOE’s list were sent summaries of all
reports and copies of all Project Reports.

The Aboriginal communities listed on the MOE list, in addition to those Aboriginal communities who
had expressed an interest in the Project, were sent the Notice of Final Public Meeting with an
accompanying cover letter on September 7, 2011. Appendix B contains a copy of the Notice and
Appendix J contains a copy of all the cover letters sent. The Notice of Public Meeting was again
placed in the The Recorder and Times (Brockville) on September 9, 2011 and again on

September 13, 2011. On October 24, 2011, Canadian Solar sent each aboriginal community an
email notification of the (final) November 9, 2011 open house and a reminder that the 60-day
comment period was ending on that date.

Section 2.3.2 above provides the details of the Final Public Meeting. No individuals identified
themselves as being from one of the Aboriginal communities.

Other Aboriginal Consultation Activities

For each Aboriginal community, it was determined whether they would like to be consulted and
how they would like to be consulted. The Project obtained information, comments and concerns
about the Project from each interested Aboriginal group. Depending on their physical distance from
the Project location, not all First Nations or Métis groups expressed an interest in the Project.

The details of additional communications and activities for each Aboriginal community are contained
in Table 4.2.

The Alderville First Nation was added
to the MOE provided aboriginal
consultation list and was sent all Project
notifications during the REA process.
The final notice letter contained a
website link to where the Stage 1 & 2
Archaeological Report could be
downloaded.

On September 13, 2011, Alderville First
Nation sent a letter to Hatch stating their
appreciation for being consulted, and that
the Project is deemed a Level 3, having
minimal potential impact their First Nations
rights. Requested that Hatch keep them
appraised of any archaeological findings,
burial sites, and/or environmental impacts.
Mentioned they have trained solar panel
installers available to work on this Project.

On October 7, 2011, Hatch sent a
response letter indicating the website
where the archaeological report was
available for review, and that no
archaeological resources have been
found as part of the study. Hatch noted
that when Canadian Solar proceeds to
select a contractor for the Project, they
will provide the Alderville First Nation
contact information to this contractor.

Métis Nation of
Québec

On August 17, 2010, Michel Lefebvre, the
national spokesperson for the Métis Nation
of Québec sent an email to Hatch asking if
the Project was a mining Project.

On August 25, 2010, Hatch sent an
email stating that it was a solar project.
The Métis Nation of Québec responded
that this was a valuable project.

On March 11, 2011 Métis Nation of
Ontario sent a letter to Hatch requesting
face to face meetings with each proponent
to discuss their possible involvement and
to learn more about the Project. (Letter
found in Appendix K).

OnJune 4, 2011, Canadian Solar met
with the Métis Nation of Ontario as an
initial meeting to discuss details of the
Project and to identify any potential

concerns and opportunities. A copy of
the meeting minutes is in Appendix K.

Note that no response, comments or concerns were received from any other Aboriginal communities
or groups listed in Table 4.1.
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Conclusions

Since June 2010, the stakeholder engagement program for the UC Solar 2176050 Solar Energy
Project has been active. There has been open dialogue with the public, Aboriginal and First Nations
groups, local municipalities and agencies regarding the Project. In addition to communications via
letters, meetings and emails, there were two public meetings hosted by the Proponent to further
encourage discussion and comment on the Project. The purpose of this Consultation Report is to
ensure a transparent and meaningful consultation process for all participants with an interest in the
Project, where all comments and questions received are documented, reviewed and addressed.

As a result of these opportunities for comment, issues were raised such as the decrease of property
value, disturbance of wildlife habitat, risk of high voltage shock and fire, loss of enjoyment of
surrounding properties all as a result of the Project. These issues were considered and incorporated
into the REA application documents, as appropriate.

Overall, the Project was well-received in the local community, as evidenced by the few negative
comments. All issues raised were addressed to the satisfaction of the public, Aboriginal communities,
agencies and the local municipalities consulted.
