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1.0 Introduction  
 

This report is a self-assessment of archaeological and/or heritage resources on the 
Liskeard 1 Solar Farm located on the east half of the south half of Lot 5, Concession 
2S, in the City of Temiskaming Shores, District of Timiskaming (Figure 1). 
 
The self-assessment is allowed under the Renewable Energy Approvals regulation 
(O.Reg. 359/09) issued under the Environmental Protection Act (2009).  A self-
assessment will determine if there are archaeological or heritage resources at the 
project location, and confirm if there will be any anticipated, direct or indirect, impact on 
those resources.  Written summaries of supporting documentation are provided in this 
report.

8) are located at the project location.   
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3.0 Consideration of Archaeological Resources at the Project Location �± Self -
Assessment Checklist  
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The above checklist applies to the entire Liskeard 1 Solar Farm project area. 
  
With respect to question 4, and a copy of correspondence from the municipal  clerk 
indicates that the municipality does not have an archaeological master plan.  The 
proponent undertook a Stage 1 archaeological assessment of the property.   
 
Scarlett Janusas Archaeological and Heritage Consulting and Education undertook a 
Stage 1 archaeological assesment of the Liskeard 1 Solar Farm property.  The report 
was submitted to the Ministry of Tourism and Culture on July 30th, 2011.    A letter of 
concurrence with the recommendations in the report was provided by the Ministry of 
Tourism and Culture on August 24th, 2011 (Appendix C). 
 
The recommendation of the report is that a Stage 2 archaeological assessment of the 
property be conducted prior to any development of the property. 
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4.0 Consideration of Heritage Resources at the Project Location �± Self -
