The Archaeologists Inc. was contracted to conduct a Stage  2 archaeological assessment 
in advance of solar farm development at Parcel 3474TEM within part of Lot 5, 
Concession 2S, former Dymond Township, City of Temiskaming Shores, in the former 
District of Nipissing, now the District of Temiskaming. The proponent is seeking a 
Renewable Energy Approval according to Ontario Regulation 359/09 issued under the 
Environmental Protection Act, Sections 20, 21 and 22. The assessment was done in 
advance of a solar farm project that is estimated to be 10 MW. 
 
A Stage 1 background study of the subject property was previously conducted by S. 
Janusas Archaeological and Heritage Consultants to provide information about the 
propertyÕs geography, history, previous archaeological fieldwork and current land 
condition in order to evaluate and document in detail the propertyÕs archaeological 
potential and to recommend appropriate strategies for Stage 2 survey. The Archaeologists 
Inc. conducted a Stage 2 property assessment in order to document all archaeological 
resources on the property, to determine whether the property contains archaeological 
resources requiring further assessment, and to recommend next steps. The characteristics 
of the property dictated that the Stage 2 survey be conducted by a test pit survey.  
 
The Stage 1 background study found that the subject property exhibits potential for the 
recovery of archaeological resources of cultural heritage value for only a portion of the 
property in an area 50 metres distant from an unnamed tributary of Wabi Creek, located 
in the northeast portion of the property and concluded that this portion of the property 
required a Stage 2 assessment for special survey conditions as they relate to northern 
Ontario and on Canadian Shield terrain. The remainder of the subject property was 
assessed as having low archaeological potential and it was recommended that no further 
archaeological assessment be conducted for this area. The Stage 2 property assessment, 
which consisted of a systematic test pit survey for special survey conditions as they relate 
to northern Ontario and on Canadian Shield terrain, did not result in the identification of 
archaeological resources.  
 
In summary, the Stage 1 background study concluded that only a portion of the property 
exhibits archaeological potential. The Stage 2 property assessment did not identify any 
archaeological resources within that portion of the subject property. The report 
recommends that no further archaeological assessment of the property is required.

22. The project has been awarded Feed-in-Tariff (FIT) contract number FIT-FCH0343. 
The entire project area is approximately 34.398 ha in size, and the solar farm is 
anticipated to be 10 MW. The subject property, i.e. that portion of the project area 
exhibiting archaeological potential and recommended for a Stage 2 assessment is 
approximately 14.02 hectares in size. The archaeological assessment was conducted in 
advance of the development as a condition of the above O. Reg. 
 
Section 7.5.6, Standard 2  
There is no additional development-related information relevant to understanding the 
choice of fieldwork strategy or recommendations made in the report.  
 
Section 7.5.6, Standard 3 
Permission to access the study area to conduct all required archaeological fieldwork 
activities, including the recovery of artifacts was given by the landowner and their 
representative.  
 
1.2 Historical Context (Section 7.5.7, Standards 1-2) 
 
Section 7.5.7, Standard 1 
In advance of the Stage 2 assessment, a Stage 1 background study of the subject property 
was conducted by S. Janusas Archaeological and Heritage Consultants (2011) in order to 
document the propertyÕs archaeological and land use history and present condition.  
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The Stage 1 report referenced several sources to determine if features or characteristics 
indicating archaeological potential for pre-contact and post-contact resources exist. 
 
Characteristics indicating archaeological potential include the near-by presence of 
previously identified archaeological sites, primary and secondary water sources, features 
indicating past water sources, accessible or inaccessible shoreline, pockets of well-
drained sandy soil, distinctive land formations that might have been special or spiritual 
places, such as waterfalls, rock outcrops, caverns, mounds, and promontories and their 
bases, resource areas, (including food or medicinal plants, scarce raw materials, early 
Euro-Canadian industry), areas of early Euro-Canadian settlement, early historical 
transportation routes, property listed on a municipal register or designated under the 
Ontario Heritage Act or that is a federal, provincial or municipal historic landmark or 
site, and property that local histories or informants have identified with possible 
archaeological sites, historical events, activities, or occupations. 
 
Archaeological potential can be determined not to be present for either the entire property 
or a part of it when the area under consideration has been subject to extensive and deep 
land alterations that have severely damaged the integrity of any archaeological resources. 
This is commonly referred to as ÔdisturbedÕ or ÔdisturbanceÕ, and may include: quarrying, 
major landscaping involving grading below topsoil, building footprints, and sewage and 
infrastructure development. Archaeological potential is not removed where there is 
documented potential for deeply buried intact archaeological resources beneath land 
alterations, or where it cannot be clearly demonstrated through background research and 
property inspection that there has been complete and intensive disturbance of an area. 
Where complete disturbance cannot be demonstrated in Stage 1, it will be necessary to 
undertake Stage 2 assessment. 
 
The Stage 1 background study (PIF P027-137-2011) indicated that there are no registered 
archaeological sites within one kilometer of the study area. There are two modern 
residential/farm clusters located on the north side of Rockley Road within the boundaries 
of the proposed solar farm. The closest water source is an unnamed tributary of Wabi 
Creek, located in the northeast corner of the study area. All other water sources are 
greater then 1 km in distance from the property. There is one plaque commemorating the 
founding of New Liskeard. The soils in the area are predominantly clay and the 
topography is level. The area was once inundated by a glacial lake, but there are no strand 
lines near the study area.  Current use of the property includes agricultural/pasture fields, 
residential/farm complexes, and woodland.  
 
The background study concluded that the property exhibits archaeological potential 50 m 
distant from the unnamed tributary, but the remainder of the property exhibits low 
archaeological potential. It recommended that: 
 

1. ÒThe area identified as exhibiting archaeological potential (Figure 10) must be 
subject to a Stage 2 archaeological assessment prior to any development 
disturbance as it pertains to the 2011 Standards and Guidelines regarding 
northern Ontario propertiesÓ 
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2. ÒThe remainder of the area is considered to exhibit low archaeological 
potential and no further archaeological assessment is required.Ó 

 
Section 7.5.7, Standard 2 
The Stage 2 property assessment of the subject property follows the above 
recommendation and will employ a modified strategy for test pit survey for northern 
Ontario and Canadian Shield terrain, following the standards listed in Section 2.1.5 of the 
2011 Standards and Guidelines for Consultant Archaeologists. These are the appropriate 
strategies based on Stage 1 background study. To our knowledge there are no other 
reports containing relevant background information related to this development project 
other than the one already cited.  
 
1.3 Archaeological Context (Section 7.5.8, Standards 1-7) 
 
Section 7.5.8, Standard 1 
In order that an inventory of archaeological resources could be compiled for the study 
area, three sources of information were consulted: the site forms for registered sites 
housed at the Ministry of Tourism and Culture; published and unpublished documentary 
sources; and the files of The Archaeologists Inc. 
 
In Ontario, information concerning archaeological sites is stored in the Ontario 
Archaeological Sites Database (O.A.S.D.), an inventory of the documented 
archaeological record in Ontario. The Stage 1 background study determined that there are 
no known archaeological sites located within the study area limits or within a one 
kilometre radius of the subject property. 
 
Section 7.5.8, Standard 2 
The condition of the subject property as found includes agricultural/pasture fields, 
residential/farm complexes, and woodland. That portion subject to Stage 2 test pit survey 
was woodland. The study area is in the Little Clay Belt physiographic region, which is 
characterized by glaciolucustrine deposits laid down in the late Pleistocene age, when 
glacial Lake Ojibway drained circa 8000 B.C. The region is surrounded by the Canadian 
Shield. The bedrock of the area (Figure 6) is primarily Precambrian, but there are areas of 
sediments dating to the Ordivician and Silurian times that are located at the north end of 
Lake Timiskaming. 
 
Section 7.5.8, Standard 3 
The Stage 2 archaeological fieldwork of the subject property was undertaken on 
September 28th to 30th, 2011.  
 
Section 7.5.8, Standard 4 
No previous archaeological fieldwork has taken place within the limits of the project 
area. The Archaeologists Inc. is unaware of any previous archaeological fieldwork 
carried out immediately adjacent to the project area. Only the above mentioned Stage 1 
background study by S. Janusas (2011) is known to be related to this development 
project, but, no fieldwork was carried out as part of the Stage 1.

The Stage 2 assessment follows the recommendation made in the Stage 1 background 
study of the subject property (S. Janusas 2011).

There are no unusual physical features that may have affected fieldwork strategy 
decisions or the identification of artifacts or cultural features.

There is no additional archaeological information that may be relevant to understanding 
the choice of fieldwork techniques or the recommendations of this report.

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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY  
 
The Archaeologists Inc. was contracted to conduct a Stage  2 archaeological assessment 
in advance of solar farm development at Parcel 22930SST within part of Lot 5, 
Concession 1N, former Dymond Township, City of Temiskaming Shores, in the former 
District of Nipissing, now the District of Temiskaming. The proponent is seeking a 
Renewable Energy Approval according to Ontario Regulation 359/09 issued under the 
Environmental Protection Act, Sections 20, 21 and 22. The assessment was done in 
advance of a solar farm project that is estimated to be 10 MW. 
 
A Stage 1 background study of the subject property was previously conducted by S. 
Janusas Archaeological and Heritage Consultants to provide information about the 
propertyÕs geography, history, previous archaeological fieldwork and current land 
condition in order to evaluate and document in detail the propertyÕs archaeological 
potential and to recommend appropriate strategies for Stage 2 survey. The Archaeologists 
Inc. conducted a Stage 2 property assessment in order to document all archaeological 
resources on the property, to determine whether the property contains archaeological 
resources requiring further assessment, and to recommend next steps. The characteristics 
of the property dictated that the Stage 2 survey be conducted by a test pit survey.
