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1. Introduction 

1.1 Project Description 
Canadian Solar Solutions Inc. (“Canadian Solar”) and Saturn Power Inc. (“Saturn”) are proposing to 
develop a 10 megawatt (MW) solar photovoltaic project titled William Rutley Solar - Park Solar 
Energy Project (hereinafter referred to as the “Project”), on approximately 45 hectares (ha) of land. 
The Project Location1 is situated approximately 0.5 kilometers (km) east of Ingleside on Part of 
Lots 16, 17 and 18, Concession 2, in the Township of South Stormont (lower tier municipality) and 
the United Counties of Stormont, Dundas and Glengarry (upper tier municipality), within Kemptville 
Ecodistrict 6E-12.  

1.2 Renewable Energy Approval Legislative Requirements 
Ontario Regulation (O. Reg.) 359/09 – Renewable Energy Approvals Under Part V.0.1 of the Act, 
made under the Environmental Protection Act (herein referred to as the REA Regulation) identifies the 
Renewable Energy Approval (REA) requirements for green energy projects in Ontario. As per 
section 4 of the REA Regulation, ground mounted solar facilities with a name plate capacity greater 
than 10 kilowatts (kW) are classified as a Class 3 solar facility and, therefore, require an REA. The 
REA Regulation has since been amended by O. Reg. 521/10, which came in effect as of January 1, 
2011.   

Subsection 1 (1) of the REA Regulation defines a water body as a lake, permanent stream, 
intermittent stream or seepage area, but does not include: 

a) grassed waterways 

b) temporary channels for surface drainage, such as furrows, or shallow channels that can be tilled 
or driven through 

c) rock chutes and spillways 

d) roadside ditches that do not contain a permanent or intermittent stream 

e) temporarily ponded areas that are normally farmed 

f) dugout ponds, or 

g) artificial bodies of water intended for the storage, treatment or recirculation of runoff from farm 
animal yards, manure storage facilities and sites and outdoor confinement areas. 

Section 30 of the REA Regulation requires proponents of Class 3 solar projects to undertake a Water 
Body Records Review to identify whether the project is: 

i. in a water body

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ii. within 120 m of the average annual high water mark of a lake, other than a lake trout lake that 
is at or above development capacity  

iii. within 300 m of the average annual high water mark of a lake trout lake that is at or above 
development capacity  

iv. within 120 m of the average annual high water mark of a permanent or intermittent stream, or 

v. within 120 m of a seepage area” (O. Reg. 359/09, s. 30, Table). 

Subsection 30 (2) of the REA Regulation requires the proponent to prepare a report “setting out a 
summary of the records searched and the results of the analysis” (O. Reg. 359/09). This Water Body 
Records Review Report has been prepared to meet these requirements.  

1.3 Raisin Region Conservation Authority 
In May 2006, the Province approved Ontario Regulation 175/06 - Development, Interference with 
Wetlands and Alterations to Shorelines and Watercourses; a local regulation administered through 
policies developed by the Raisin Region Conservation Authority (RRCA) and applies to all lands 
within the RRCA watershed. The RRCA is responsible for the placement of fill, grading, alteration to 
watercourses, flooding and erosion hazards, wetlands and other hazardous lands adjacent to these 
features/functions.  

A permit is required and issued by the RRCA where development, alteration or construction is 
proposed in hazard lands, floodplains, watercourses or wetlands. This includes straightening, 
changing, diverting or interfering in any way with the existing channel of a river, creek, stream or 
watercourse, or for changing or interfering in any way with a wetland. The RRCA may issue a permit 
if it is the opinion of the Authority that the control of flooding, erosion, dynamic beaches, pollution 
or the conservation of land will not be affected by development (Section 3 (1), O. Reg. 175/06).  

Except where permitted under O. Reg. 175/06, development is prohibited: 

a) within the furthest landward extent of the aggregate of the flooding, erosion and dynamic beach 
hazards along the St. Lawrence River System (Lake St. Lawrence, Hoople Bay, St. Lawrence 
River and Lake St. Francis); 

b) within the limit of the regulatory floodplain (i.e. 100 year flood level) or within 15 m inland; 

c) within 15 m of the stable top of bank of a valley system where a valley is apparent; 

d) within hazardous lands; 

e) within 120 m of a Provincially Significant Wetland and all wetlands greater than or equal to 2 
ha in size; and 

f) within 30 m of wetlands less than 2 ha in size. 

In addition to O. Reg. 175/06, the RRCA has a Level II agreement with the Department of Fisheries 
and Oceans Canada (DFO) to administer the review of projects under section 35 (1) of the Fisheries 
Act, c. F 14 which states that “No person shall carry on any work or undertaking that results in the 
harmful alteration, disruption or destruction of Fish Habitat” (HADD). Fish habitat is defined in the 
Fisheries Act, c. F 14 as “spawning grounds and nursery, rearing, food supply, and migration areas 
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on which fish depend directly or indirectly in order to carry out their life processes.” Under this 
agreement, the RRCA will screen and process applications for DFO related to shoreline and in-water 
work to determine if a HADD will occur as a result of the proposed development. If the HADD 
cannot be avoided, the project will be deferred to the DFO for review. 

The RRCA does not permit development and/or site alteration within 15 m from the seasonal high 
water mark for fish habitat. 
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2. Methodology and Results 

The following sections summarize the records that were reviewed and assessed for this report. The 
focus of the assessment was to identify whether or not the Project site is located within, or adjacent 
to, any water body features, as defined by the REA Regulation. 

The following sections of this report are organized by the governing bodies identified in Column 1 of 
the Table in section 30 of the REA Regulation. 

Records for areas within a minimum distance of 1 km from the Project site were searched. The results 
are discussed below in relation to the distances specified between the Project and water features as 
defined in section 30 of the REA Regulation and Section 1.3 of this report. 

There are no Planning Boards, Local Roads Boards or Local Services Boards with jurisdiction over the 
Project study area. Also, the Project site is not located within the Niagara Escarpment Commission 
Plan Area. Therefore, a records review for these governing bodies was not conducted. 

2.1 Ministry of the Environment 

2.1.1 Methodology 
A request for information related to water body features within a minimum distance of 1 km was sent 
to the Ministry of the Environment (MOE) by way of email dated April 18, 2011.  

2.1.2 Results 
The MOE responded to the information request on May 16, 2011 which included a map showing the 
water body features within proximity to the approximate Project Location (Appendix A). It should be 
noted that the “Approximate Project Location” outlined on the MOE map is actually the Project Site2  
(the total land owned/leased by the Client for the project), and does not show the precise Project 
Location, therein (where the actual solar components will be situated). As such, potential water body 
features identified on the Project Site may not necessarily fall within the smaller, Project Location 
boundaries.  

The MOE mapping identified the following potential water body features within the Project Site: 

 A watercourse is situated to the northeast of the Project Site (Identified as Hoople Creek, through 
LIO mapping). 

 A large waterbody is situated east of the Project Site. A wetland (identified as Hoople Creek 
Wetland, through LIO Mapping) surrounds the outer boundary of this water body feature. 
Hoople Creek follows a southeast heading as it connects to Hoople Creek Wetland and the 
unidentified water body. All of these water body features fall outside of the Project Site. 

                                                      
2 Project site includes all lands that are leased or owned by the Client. The exact Project location (lands used 
as part of the renewable energy project) was not known during the time that the information request letter 
was sent to the MNR.  
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 Two watercourses, that appear to be tributaries of Hoople Creek, are located north of the Project 
Location. These watercourses run southwest-northeast, directly adjacent to the CN railway 
tracks—with one watercourse on each side of the tracks. 

 A small pond (with a wetland around its perimeter) is situated on the northern portion of the 
Project Site. The pond appears to be a tributary of Hoople Creek. Further review indicates that 
this pond falls outside of the Project Location and 120 m setback (Section 2.2.1)  

 A watercourse, appearing to be a tributary of Hoople Creek and the aforementioned pond in the 
northeast, extends from the southwest to the northwest across the western portion of the Project 
Site. This watercourse exhibits a rectangular drainage pattern. Further review indicate that this 
watercourse falls partly on the Project Location (Section 2.2.1) 

 A watercourse is situated along the southern boundary of the Project Site. This watercourse 
originates from the west, and eventually drains into the Hoople Creek Wetland to the East. 

 Several other tributaries of Hoople Creek are located within 1 km of the Project Site; to the 
north, east, and west. All of these watercourses lie well outside of the Project Site. 

 Several small ponds and wetlands lie to the north and west of the Project Site, respectively. All of 
these potential water body features lie well outside of the Project Site. 

 The St. Lawrence River is situated several hundred meters south of the Project Location, and a 
tributary of the St. Lawrence River is located to the south, outside of the Project Site. 

Therefore, a review of mapping provided by the MOE indicates that there are potential water body 
features both on and within 120 m of the Project Location.  

2.2 Ministry of Natural Resources Records 
The following information sources from the Ministry of Natural Resources (MNR) were reviewed for 
records related to water body features within 1 km of the Project location: 

 Land Information Ontario Mapping – Land Information Ontario (LIO) data is maintained by the 
MNR and provides key provincial geospatial data about Ontario to subscribers. The shapefiles 
obtained from the LIO datasets were used to prepare a map showing the natural features on and 
within 120 m of the Project Location (MNR, 2010a). 

 MNR Kemptville District – Information on water body features within 300 m of the Project Site 
was requested from the MNR Kemptville District by way of letter, dated September 2, 2010. The 
MNR provided a response letter, dated September 29, 2010 (Appendix B).  

 Natural Heritage Information Centre Biodiversity Explorer – The Natural Heritage Information 
Center (NHIC) collects and maintains data on known records of species, vegetation 
communities, and other natural features within the province. This information is available 
through the Element Occurrence and Natural Areas database which can be accessed using the 
web-based NHIC Biodiversity Explorer Tool (NHIC, 2010). A search of the Element Occurrence 
and Natural Areas database was completed for a 1 km radius surrounding the Project Location. 
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2.2.1 LIO Mapping 
The following information related to water body features was obtained from the MNR LIO data 
(MNR, 2010a). A map showing the potential water body features identified within 1 km of the 
Project Location has been provided in this report (Figure 3.1).  

Lakes and Rivers – The LIO water polygon segment dataset provides information on permanent 
water bodies, such as lakes and rivers.  The information obtained from this dataset included the 
following: 

 The St. Lawrence River is located south and east of the Project Location, beyond the 120 m 
setback. 

Permanent Stream – The LIO water line segment dataset was reviewed for information related to 
permanent watercourses within 1 km of the Project Location. The following permanent streams (and 
potential water body features) were identified:  

 Hoople Creek is located approximately 300 m northeast of the Project Location. 

 A tributary of Hoople Creek is located approximately 32 m south of the Project Location (within 
the 120 m setback). 

 Two tributaries of Hoople Creek are located immediately North of the Project Location, within 
the 120 m setback. These watercourses run southwest-northeast, directly adjacent to the CN 
railway tracks, with one watercourse on each side of the tracks. 

 A small pond (and associated wetland) that connects to Hoople Creek is located about 250 m 
northeast of the Project Location (outside of the 120 m Project setback).  

 A watercourse, appearing to be a tributary of Hoople Creek and the aforementioned pond, 
extends from the southwest to the northeast, west of the Project Location. This watercourse 
exhibits a rectangular drainage pattern, and bisects a 10 m portion of the Project Location to the 
west, in the area of the proposed transmission line corridor (Figure 3.1) 

 Hoople Creek drains into an unnamed waterbody, situated 270 m east of the Project Location. 
Hoople Creek Wetland surrounds the outer boundary of this unnamed waterbody. It falls outside 
of the Project Location and 120 m Project setback. 

 Several other tributaries of Hoople Creek are located within 1 km of the Project Location to the 
north, east, and west. All of these watercourses lie well outside of the 120 m Project setback.  

 The St. Lawrence River is situated about 570 m south of the Project Location, while a tributary of 
the St. Lawrence River is located approximately 230 m southwest of the Project Location. 

Intermittent Stream – The LIO water line segment dataset did not identify any intermittent water 
body features on or within 1 km of the Project Location. 

Seepage Area – The LIO datasets did not identify any seepage areas within 1 km of the Project 
Location. 
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Other – The LIO water polygon segment dataset provides information on permanent water bodies. 
The information obtained from this dataset included the following: 

 A small pond connected to Hoople Creek is located northeast of the Project Location, outside of 
the 120 m setback. 

 There are eight industrial effluent treatment ponds located about 800 m west of the Project 
Location. 

 There are two, unnamed permanent water bodies within 1 km of the Project Location, beyond 
the 120 m setback.  

2.2.2 MNR Kemptville District 
Information regarding water body features, fish habitat and species at risk within 300 m of the Project 
site was provided by the MNR Kemptville District in a letter dated September 29, 2010 (Appendix B). 
As previously discussed (Section 2.1), the Project Location was unknown at the time the information 
request letter was sent to the MNR. As a result, the information and comments provided by the MNR 
are based on the Project Site (the larger area owned/leased by the Client). The MNR provided the 
following comments: 

Permanent Stream – The MNR identified “several watercourses that connect to Hoople Creek and 
the St. Lawrence River” on the property.  

Fish Habitat – The MNR have documented the presence of fish spawning and nursery habitat for 
walleye, pumpkinseed, smallmouth bass, largemouth bass, common crap, brown bullhead and 
Centrachidae species within Hoople Creek and the St. Lawrence River.  

Fish Species – The MNR identified the potential for the following fish species to occur within the 
water features located within 300 m of the Project Location. These include: greater redhorse 
(provincially tracked species), grass pickerel (designated as Special Concern on the Species at Risk in 
Ontario (SARO) list) and an Endangered species that is on the SARO list that will be discussed in the 
Approval and Permitting Requirements Document, under the requirements of the Endangered 
Species Act (ESA).  

2.2.3 NHIC Biodiversity Explorer 
The NHIC Biodiversity Explorer tool was accessed on June 11, 2010 and a geographic search of the 
Element Occurrence and Natural Areas database was completed for a 1 km radius surrounding the 
Project Location (NHIC, 2010). The Biodiversity Explorer tool provides information on the following 
natural features: ANSI, wetlands, wildlife habitat and species of conservation concern. The NHIC 
Biodiversity Explorer tool provided the following information: 

Fish Species – The Element Occurrence database provided the following records of fish species 
within a 1 km radius of the Project Location: greater redhorse (provincially tracked species), round 
goby (invasive species) and white perch (invasive species).  

The NHIC Biodiversity Explorer tool did not provide any additional information on water body 
features on or within 1 km of the Project Location than that already determined through the LIO 
mapping review. 
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2.3 Ontario Ministry of Agriculture, Food and Rural Affairs Records 
The following Ontario Ministry of Agriculture, Food and Rural Affairs (OMAFRA) on-line records 
were reviewed: 

 Rural Drainage Mapping – (http://www.lio.ontario.ca/imf-ows/imf.jsp?site=ads_en). 

2.3.1 Rural Drainage Mapping 
The OMAFRA rural drainage mapping did not identify any constructed drains or agricultural tile 
drainage on the Project site or within 1 km of the Project site: 

The OMAFRA mapping identified Hoople Creek situated to the northeast of the Project Location 
(outside of the 120 m setback), and the single watercourse tributary that passes through the Project 
Location where the proposed transmission line corridor will be situated, as depicted by the LIO 
mapping. Other nearby water body features illustrated on the rural drainage mapping appeared the 
same as those depicted on the LIO datasets (Section 2.2.1). 

2.4 Federal Government Records 
The following federal government websites were reviewed to determine if any records regarding 
water body features on or adjacent to the Project Location were available: 

 Fisheries and Oceans Canada (DFO) website (http://www.dfo-        
mpo.gc.ca/regions/central/habitat/os-eo/index-eng.htm) 

 DFO Aquatic Species at Risk Distribution Mapping available from Conservation Ontario website 
(http://www.conservation-ontario.on.ca/projects/DFO.html) 

 Natural Resource Canada (NRCAN) National Topographic System (NTS) topographic maps 
(http://atlas.nrcan.gc.ca/site/english/maps/topo/map). 

2.4.1 Results 
No references to any water body features on or adjacent to the Project Location were found on the 
DFO website. 

The DFO Aquatic Species at Risk Distribution Mapping did not identify any aquatic Species at Risk 
within 120 m of the Project Location. Water body features, as illustrated on the DFO mapping, 
appeared similar those depicted on the LIO mapping (Section 2.2.1). 

The NRCAN topographic map identified Hoople Creek to the northeast of the Project Location, and 
two watercourse tributaries to the north (immediately north and south of the railway tracks, 
respectively), as depicted by the LIO mapping (Section 2.2.1). The NRCAN mapping did not identify 
the tributary of Hoople Creek that passes through the proposed Project Location transmission line 
corridor, as depicted by the LIO mapping (Section 2.2.1). 

2.5 Conservation Authority Records 
Records from the Raisin Region Conservation Authority (RRCA) were reviewed for information 
related to water body features within 1 km of the Project Location. 
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A copy of the draft Project Description Report (PDR) was provided to the RRCA for review in 
advance of a Project start-up meeting that was held on June 24, 2010. Staff members of RRCA 
attended the meeting and provided general information comments on the relevant water features and 
natural heritage features and their requirements under O. Reg. 175/06. Follow-up contacts were 
made with RRCA to obtain any relevant studies, information and/or GIS mapping data identifying 
their Regulated Areas as well as any specific mapping of flood and erosion hazards associated with 
water features on or adjacent to the Project Site. 

2.5.1 Raisin Region Conservation Authority  
No new or different information regarding specific water body features, than that already determined 
by the LIO mapping (Section 2.2.1), was found on RRCA’s website. 

Additional mapping information provided by RRCA (Appendix C) indicates that a significant portion 
of the northern part of the Project Site is situated within the Regulatory (1:100-yr) Flood Plain 
associated with Hoople Creek. The approximate limits of the 100-yr flood plain were digitized and 
reproduced on Figure 3.1 for information purposes only. 

In November 2010, the RRCA conducted a property information review of the Project Site and 
prepared a letter, which is provided in Appendix B. The letter provided information pertaining to the 
natural heritage features, water body features, regulatory requirements and potential areas of 
concern. 

Specifically, in terms of the identified water related features, RRCA noted the following: 

 “The subject property contains portions of Hoople Creek and is within the regulated area by the 
authority. A portion of the subject property is within the 1:100 year flood elevation of Hoople 
Creek.” 

 “There are a number of watercourses noted on the subject property, including Hoople Creek, 
Woodland Drain and an un-named drain. These watercourses are Class E Watercourses, with 
potential for top predator fish habitat.” 

 “According to the Zoning By-law for the Township of South Stormont any proposed buildings or 
structure must be set back a minimum of 15 metres from the high water mark.” 

 “Although not intended to limit the ability of existing agricultural uses to continue, any 
proposed site alteration (i.e., fill grading, etc.) is restricted within 15 metres from the seasonal 
high water mark for fish habitat as per the 2005 Provincial Policy Statement (PPS) and the 
Official Plan.” 

 “A permit under O. Reg. 175/06 is required for any development or site alteration in the vicinity 
of Hoople Creek and the associated 1:100 year floodplain. The Alterations to Shorelines and 
Watercourses portion of O. Reg. 175/06 is enforced throughout the entire RRCA jurisdiction and 
a permit for any in-water work and/or shoreline work may be required from our office.” 

It should be noted that the comments received by the RRCA pertain to the Project Site (the total land 
area owned/leased by the Client for the proposed project), and not the Project Location, where the 
actual project components will be situated. 
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As such, no part of the Project Location will be situated within the 100 year flood elevation level of 
Hoople Creek (Figure 3.1). 

2.6 Municipal Records 
Information provided on the Township of South Stormont and the United Counties of Stormont, 
Dundas and Glengarry websites was reviewed to determine if any records regarding water body 
features on or adjacent to the Project Location were available. 

A copy of the draft Project Description Report (PDR) was provided to the Township of South 
Stormont and the United Counties of Stormont, Dundas and Glengarry for review in advance of a 
Project start-up meeting that was held on June 24, 2010. Staff members from both municipalities 
attended the meeting and provided general information and comments on the PDR. 

Where required, follow-up contacts were made with the municipalities to obtain any relevant 
studies, information and/or GIS mapping data related to water body features and natural heritage 
features on or adjacent to the Project Location. 

2.6.1 Township of South Stormont 
No additional water body features (than those already identified by LIO mapping (Section 2.2.1)) 
were identified in the vicinity of the Project Location through the information reviewed on the 
Township of South Stormont website (http://www.southstormont.ca/). 

2.6.2 United Counties of Stormont, Dundas and Glengarry 
The United Counties of Stormont, Dundas and Glengarry Official Plan (2006, consolidated version 
2009) (available on line at: http://www.sdgcounties.ca/index.cfm?Title=Official%20Plan) is an upper 
tier Plan used by the Township of South Stormont (lower tier). Review of Official Plan, Schedule A4 
(Land Use) identified Hoople Creek (situated northeast of the Project Location, outside of the 120 m 
setback), and the one tributary that passes through the Project Location where the proposed 
transmission line corridor is to be situated (as already determined by LIO Mapping (Section 2.2.1)). 
Schedule B4 of the Official Plan (Constraints) identified the Regulatory Flood Plain along Hoople 
Creek, similar to that depicted by the RRCA (Section 2.5.1). 
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3. Summary of Results and Next Steps 

3.1 Summary of Results 
Table 3.1 summarizes the water body features that were identified in the vicinity of the Project 
Location through the records review, and the subsequent determinations that were made based on 
the REA regulation criteria (Section 1.2). A map depicting the water body features identified on and 
around the Project Location has been provided in Figure 3.1.
